Subject: Athletic Accident Insurance

I would like to explain the university’s policy regarding insurance coverage that is provided for your son/daughter as a member of the university athletic team. Athletic Accident Insurance is provided by our institution for the benefit of our student-athletes. This coverage is offered with a $1000 deductible. Under the terms of this policy, the coverage is considered SECONDARY payor to all other valid and collectible medical insurance policies. Most notable would be parental insurance coverage through your place of employment under which the student-athlete is covered as an eligible dependent.


This Athletic Accident Insurance is very comprehensive but it has standard limitations. Is does not cover expenses due to illness or non-athletically related injuries. It is for this reason, as well as, because of the $1000 deductible, and the fact that this is secondary policy, that the university REQUIRES ALL ATHLETES TO BE COVERED BY SOME FORM OF PRIMARY ACCIDENT INSURANCE. ALL ATHLETES WILL BE REQUIRED TO SHOW PROOF OF THE PRIMARY INSURANCE PRIOR TO ANY PRACTICE OR PARTICIPATION, AND IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE STUDENT-ATHLETE, THROUGH EITHER THEIR PARENTS POLICY OR THEIR OWN COVERAGE, TO PROVIDE FOR THIS ACCIDENT INSURANCE. The first $1000 of medical expenses that arise form an athletic injury will be the responsibility of the primary insurance. Beyond this $1000, the university Athletic Accident Insurance policy will cover additional expenses, up to the yet to be determined amount of the NCAA catastrophic injury policy. 


If your son/daughter is not covered by your current policy (i.e. BC/BS independent carrier) or if they will be dropped from your coverage during the coming year due to age changes, the following procedure must be followed. You will receive/ have received an insurance enrollment form through Bollinger Co.; you must fill out the enrollment form and send a check for the premium directly to Bollinger Co. This Insurance will be your son/daughters primary insurance and cover the first $1000 of medical costs related to an athletic injury.

In the even that your son/daughter is unfortunately injured while participating in a “covered sport” it is important for us to know about any medical coverage you may have to avoid delays in claim processing. Therefore, PLEASE COMPLETE THE ENCLOSED “ATHLETIC ACCIDENT INFORMATION FORM”. PLEASE NOTE, IT IS VITAL THAT ALL REQUIRED INFORMATION BE COMPLETED IN ITS ENTIRLEY, BOTH A PARENT AND THE STUDENT SHOULD SIGN ANF DATE THE FORM AT THE BOTTOM AND RETURN IT TO ME BY THE DATE STAMPED IN THE UPPER RIGHT HAND CORNER.
***PLEASE INCLUDE A PHOTOCOPY OF YOUR INSURANCE CARD***

This will help expedite matters should your son/daughter require medical treatment in a hospital, emergency room, or doctor’s office.  Insurance coverage can be a confusing topic. I have tried to explain our policy in layman’s terms as best as I can.
